We are pleased to inform you about the Walsall Summer Holiday Programme (HAF), which 
provides free holiday activities and meals for eligible children and young people aged 5-16

Who is Eligible? 
Children currently registered for income-based Free School Meals with the Local Authority 
qualify for this scheme. If your child is eligible, you should receive a letter containing a 
unique code and details on how to apply.

The HAF programme offers a fantastic opportunity for eligible children to take part in free 
holiday activities, with meals provided at no cost. This scheme ensures children can stay 
active, engaged, and healthy during the school holidays – they might even make new friends 
too! 
 
How to Register. 
If your child is eligible, you will have received a code. If you have not received a code, scan 
the QR code and follow the instructions to register.
