Year 13 Arrangements  
 
As we approach the final phase of the academic year, I am writing to share important 
information regarding arrangements for our Year 13 students. 
 
Friday 15th May 2026 is the final day Year 13 will be expected to follow their usual school routine. 
From Monday 18th May students will only be required to be on site for lessons in subjects where 
they have not yet completed their examinations. This date also marks the final deadline for all NEA 
and BTEC coursework, and it is essential that all outstanding work is submitted on time to ensure 
that this deadline is met. 
 
Students arriving for lessons from the 18th May will need to enter via the main school reception to 
sign in.  They must also leave from the main reception and sign out if they are leaving before the end 
of the usual school day.   
 
We would like to emphasise that the next two months are a crucial period for all 
students. Attendance to all scheduled lessons remains compulsory where the subject course is not 
completed, and students should now be fully engaged in structured revision alongside their 
classroom learning. Consistent attendance and focused preparation will play a key role in ensuring 
the best possible outcomes.
